AAD INCIDENT STUDY

Chris Rodrigues, an FAA Master Rigger and member of the

* PIA Rigging Committee is soliciting input for an independent
study of incidents involving reserve automatic activation
device. All incidents will be considered, including those
in which AAD's have functioned properly and saved lives. The
purpose of this study is to quantify the benefits of AAD use,.
"While we have all heard of or seen problems involving AAD's,
we tend to overlook the lives they have saved.'" Rodrigues
estimates that at least 700-1000 lives have been saved since
‘their widespread introduction in the late 1960's. '"However,
the conclusions of this study will have to stand solely on the
nerits of the data collected.”

MS70101 WARNING NOTICE

It has come to my attention that the MS70101, light weight
reversible adapter, is being sewn onto webbing without the use of a
"pbuffer" strip on the sewn side.

We have spent a lot of money on our tooling trying to keep the
sharp edges in this part to a minimum. Since it is a stamping and is
already very thin, by its very design it tends to be abusive to the
webbing.

All stamped parts should only be used with a "webbing buffer'" on
the sewn side to prevent abrasion and cutting. The buffer strip can be
any kind of webbing which is thick enough to increase the radius of the
edges énd provide some protection to the sewn webbing.

When installing buffer strips, either leave them long enough to
have the '"tails'" caught in the regular stitch pattern or sew them on

the web bar with a bar tack or a regular stitch pattern.

We recommend that ALL hardware sewn onto webbing have buffer pads
on the sewn end where the hardware tends to abrade the fabric.

After some research and consultation with the two of you, it would appear one of
the most useful PIA projects would be a brochure which could be used by drop
zones to generate more business.

The brochure would be four color on one side and one color on the other, folded
in thirds. See my brochure as an example of paper, color and print quality.

The brochure would be generie. i.e. it would push the sport in general and each
center would insert a 1/3 sheet of paper with specific, local information such as
name, location, telephone number, services offerred, prices, a map, etc.

The cost in 100,000 quantities would be around 3¢ each; 50,000 would run around
4¢. The brochure could be sold to members for 5¢ or 6¢ in 1,000 quantities.

The DZs benefit by getting a nicer brochure at a lower price with less
investment each time they purchase (no need to buy 5,000-10,000 to get a better
print price.) PIA could fund the project and then recoup its investment by selling
the brochures back to members. The benefit to the rest of PIA is that the
brochure will bring more people into the sport while presenting a more
professional image.

Since this project overlaps both the Sport Promotion committee and the Drop
Zone committee, it should be a joint project.

Cindy and Tony, please poll your DZ people as to their desire/need for such a
brochure. Gather estimates of the number of brochures each DZ might buy in
the first month and over a year. Collect samples of current brochures and rough
out the wording you feel is appropriate. Start collecting photos (a freefall shot,
a canopy shot and a having fun shot) in color transparency format. Wording and
layout must come from the drop zones themselves if the brochure is to
acceptable to all.

If you can assemble all the parts and bring them to Muskogee in July, final
details could be worked out with all present. If you do not have a
typesetter/pasteup person in mind, I have one in SBA who does good work at low
rates.

I will be calling you shortly for your reaction.
