PROCEDURE: 26 jumps were made using the assist method. 25 jumps
were made using the freebag method. An attempt was made to get a
varied distribution of weights with the various canopies. Most
of the jumps were recorded on video tape from a chase aircraft.
Many of the jumps were observed from the ground. Where possible,
observations from the jumpmasters and test jumpers were noted.
